Dear NJ Senator/Assemblyperson::

I am writing to strongly urge you to defeat New Jersey Assembly/Senate
Bills A.2933 and S.1941.  These identical bills will severely
restrict freedom of health care choice for all New Jersey
consumers and health-care practitioners.

Most dietitians registered with the American Dietetics
Association, the sponsor of this bill, have training largely in
food management and only partly in nutrition, and do not hold
advanced degrees

Any nutritionist or physician with a Master's degree in nutrition,
or any nutritionist graduating from an Accredited college or
University, even someone holding a Master's degree or a Ph.D. in
Nutrition, will be excluded from practicing nutrition by this
bill.  This is unacceptable.

Also unacceptable is the attempt by this bill to severely
infringe upon the freedom of health care choice for consumers and
practitioners.  Contrary to the stated purpose of these bills,
the public interest is not served or protected by their passage.
The sole purpose of these bills appears to be to create a
monopoly on speech about nutrition and restrict that speech
solely to dietitians who are registered with the American
Dietetics Association.

I strongly urge you to defeat Assembly Bill A.2933 / Senate Bill
S.1941 and preserve health care freedom for all NJ citizens.  It
is the right of every New Jersey citizen to avail themselves of
nutritional counseling and to avail it from the practitioner of
their choice.
